Choose one of the Following Activities to present your book to the class.

Write a Letter to the Author. After reading a book, share your reactions to the book in a letter written to its author. If the author is still alive, you might actually mail the letter and see if you receive a response. (keep a copy of the letter to turn in.)

Interview a Character. Compose six to eight questions to ask a main character in the book. You will also write the character's response to each question. The questions and answers should provide information that shows you have read the book.


What Did You Learn?  Write a three paragraph summary of what you learned from the book you just completed. The summary should include 1) factual information, 2) something learned about people in general, and 3) something that you learned about yourself. Include details from the book, page number and quotes.


Dear Diary. After reading your book, create a diary or journal and write at least five entries that might have been written by a character in the book you have just read. After talking about what happened, be sure to discuss what effect those events had on you. (do you wish you had done something differently from what the character did?). The entries should share details about the story that will show that you read the book, be specific. Each journal entry should also be accompanied by an illustration.
